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Pic Left.  So this is the way I would rig for the first people down and or tie of the first lead so two people could rappel.  Also putting aside any other techniques that might be used.  Also the yellow sling could be any size, length, color, needed to get the finish not or rigging to the edge.  the benefit to this is then when the last person goes down and we rig the retrieval not you don't need to bring up one end of the rope you just unclip the biner and tie the knot.

Pic Right.  This is the way it should hang post removal of biner pre rigging of the retrieval setup.  I thought it important to note as well, that this is how it will look as you pull it down after the knot releases.  The benefit to this is that if the sling gets snagged you can still retrieve your rope as long as you rig your mac. knot as close to the edge as possible.  You should very rarely not be able to retrieve your rope.  Hence you might leave behind a sling for booty.  Much better than leaving the rope or ascending it not knowing what it's stuck on..
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Make a good size bite on rope left and you run it through sling 2 first then through sling 1.   This takes you from 3rd pic to 4th pic to 5th pic.
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Now if I'm not mistaken use rope right with another bite to start the macramé knot, pulling tight with rope left.  ( using original rope left and right ) or the one that went through both sling 2 and 1.  Then finishing the macramé knot with as many exchanges as you feel comfortable with ending with a large loop.
